WEB, SALT & PEPPER Clubs 

WRAPAROUND CARE POLICY

Aims:

• To provide affordable wraparound childcare to support our working families.
• To provide play activities and entertainment for the children together regularly.
• To offer the children a light snack at the end of the school day in a friendly environment.

Ground Rules:

1. WEB, SALT & PEPPER Clubs will be run by Lislagan Primary School and will be located in the school hall (WEB), staffroom (SALT) and P6 classroom (PEPPER), both SALT & PEPPER are not far from the front entrance of school, to make collections easier.  The clubs will be able to make use of school facilities.
2. The Clubs are currently operating for children attending Lislagan Primary School only.

3. The Clubs will function under the ethos of the school and will follow all the school policies, 
e.g. the behaviour policy, Safeguarding & Child Protection policy.
4. The Clubs will provide a light snack and a variety of fun, interesting and learning indoor and outdoor activities.  These may include:
· Arts & crafts 
· Colouring in or mindfulness colouring in
· Numeracy and Literacy games

· Reading

· ICT using iPads

· Watching Movies or cartoons
· Physical activity (weather permitting)
· Homework sessions (number dependent)
· Indoor and outdoor imaginative play
· Lego, puzzles and board games
5. Homework support may be available depending on numbers, however it is the parent’s responsibility to check and ensure that homework is completed to a satisfactory standard.  If you do not wish your child’s homework to be completed at SALT & PEPPER Clubs please state this on your booking form.
6. Staff will be responsible for the care and management of children, treating them with

respect at all times. 

7. The clubs will comply with environmental health food safety standards.

8. There will be adequate members of staff in attendance at all times and legal guidelines

relating to the adult/child ratio will always be adhered to.

9. All children are expected to behave well, show respect, be polite, look after equipment and

resources, be co-operative and courteous to staff and to each other.

10. Parents will be informed of any ongoing behavioural issues.
11. Hourly sessions will be set at a cost of £3.50.  A light snack will be included as children join hourly sessions.  Web club is £1 for 45 minutes.
12. Payments may be made by cash or cheque to school.  There may be an option to use Childcare Vouchers.  If you require this service speak to us about this.  
13. Full payment will be required in advance, at least the week before, no refunds will be given for absence.
14. At the end of the school day all children in Primary 1 and Primary 2 will be collected and taken to the afterschool club room. Children in Primary 3 and above will make their way to the club following the school day.
15. If you think you are going to be late collecting your child you must call the school number 
(on 028 276 64424).  If parents are unable to collect children at the agreed time, parents will be expected to pay for the next hour at the time of collection or added onto the next payment.
16. Parents are asked to keep the school informed of any changes of emergency contacts via

the school office as well as to notify the After School Club Assistants.

17. Parents must collect their children from the After School Club room or name an alternative

person to collect their child. If there is any change to this arrangement the school office can be notified who will pass this information on to the After School Club Team.
18. Occasionally photos may be taken of the children for display purposes.

If you object to your child being photographed please notify staff.
19. If a parent has any concerns please inform the After School Club assistants immediately to allow the matter to be dealt with promptly.
21. Parents are asked to show agreement with these ground rules by signing and returning 

the slip below. We regret we are unable to offer a place without a signed agreement.
